[image: image1.wmf]Cadastral Agency (registrar) introduces sub-parcels in cadastral registration and puts names of rightholders to the relevant sub-parcels

Cadastral Agency (registrar) updates cadastral registration

Seller and buyer come to agreement usually in writing

Buyer and/or his bank transfers all money to notary

Cadastral Agency (registrar) requests survey ("aktepost")

Cadastral Agency (surveyor) surveys boundary and makes report (veldwerk)

Seller, buyer and notary sign the deed

Notary draws notarial deed of transfer including verbal description of a part of property

Cadastral Agency (surveyor) invites seller and buyer to be present in the field

Cadastral Agency (surveyor) plans field work when appropriate

Notary checks processing of deed and disperses money to seller and all others

Seller and buyer receive extracts with new (full) parcel numbers

Notary sends deed to Cadastral Agency (registrar)

Notary checks contract and status of owner

Cadastral Agency (surveyor) updates cadastral map, assigns new numbers and archives report

Seller and buyer (if present) point out the new boundary

Seller and buyer receive extracts with changes in cadastral registration

Cadastral Agency (surveyor) logs request as part of strategic backlog

Seller and/or buyer choose notary and send contract to himc
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
